Unlike a submission
dealing with a legal namallowance, someone granting permission to
conflict is unlikely to assume that their legal name will be connected
publicly with their SCA name. The roster and comments are password
protected, but the Lols are not. Submissions heralds should therefore
make sure that such connections of legal and SCA names do not
appear on Lols. A reminder to this effect has already been posted on
OSCAR.

Principal Heralds and others should be aware of this regarding any
personal information displayed or referenced on th€ingdom
College of Heralds web sites, and talk to their Kingdom Chronicler if
any questions arise.

From Pelican- Turkish Alternative Titles

ho In November 2007, Ursula Georges, Loyall Herald, submitted Letters

of Intent to change the Turkish alternativeestifor Duke, Count, and

In light of the arguments presented in these letters (which, in each
case, are that the current title is either not found in period, or there is
no evidence that it was used as a honorific with a given nartie

style in which most SCA titles are used), these titles are no longer
approved alternative Turkish titlesDuk, Serdar (Duke), Kont,
Beylerbey(Count),Vikont(Viscount).

Loyall argues that the titl®ashais used by men of rank across the

spectrum we would equateith Dukes, Counts, and Viscounts. While

in most languages, a separate title is approved for these ranks, there is

no requirement that this be the case, especially if period practice

suggests a single title is appropriate. For exantiié, is the approved

alternative Old English title for both Duke and CouPéshais now

the approved Turkish title for Duke, Count, and Viscount.

Human eyes are period heraldic charges: they're found in armory, in

the arms of di Belugi, mid5th Century $temmario Trivuiano,
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p.80), and in badges, the famous rebus of Islip being akweikn
example (St. Johhlope, Heraldry for Craftsmen and Designers,
p.189). The Society has gone so far as to define tinctures feyean
proper - which have not been widely understood sed: (In fact, the
original definition of areye properpack in Jan 1973, used the wrond
terminology for the ocular portions, mislabeling the iris as the pupi
In the past, we've registered four armories with eyes propdrich
didn't match one anothdet alone the putative definition.

We hereby rule that that there is no proper tincture for eyes. We
no longer worry about tiny details such as the eyelashes (if present
the pupil: those are considered unblazoned artistic details. 1
tincturesof the sclera (the "white" of the eye) and the iris may |
specified in blazon; contrast against the field will be judged by t
sclera’s tincture.
